
Woman critically injured after being struck in hit-and-run

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A pedestrian is in critical condition after she was struck by a pickup truck in a hit-and-run 
Tuesday as she was walking on the west shoulder of East River Road between Whitehaven Road 
and Riverwood Drive on Grand Island, according to State Police. 

Troopers responded to the scene at 8:06 p.m. The female pedestrian was transported to Erie 
County Medical Center, according to State Police. 

The vehicle that is believed by police to have struck the woman was described by authorities as a 
newer, black four-door Dodge pickup, which left the scene, according to State Police. 

Troopers said a passenger side mirror of the vehicle was damaged after striking the victim. 

The woman's name was not released. 

The State Police Collision Reconstruction Unit and the Bureau of Criminal Investigation were on 
the scene Tuesday.
